TOWN OF SPRING GREEN

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING AUGUST 5, 2010

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to Law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Motion to approve the agenda was made by Dave Radel; seconded by John McKenna. M/C

The minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read was made by Dennis Polivka; seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Treasurers report by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $69,792.72 with receipts of $ 145,429.01 and disbursements of $ 54,855.48 leaving a balance of $160,366.25. A motion to approve the report was made by Dave Radel; seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Motion to approve and pay the monthly bills was made by Dave Radel;  seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C

Chairperson report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis has been in contact with officials on issues on the Big Hollow Project and also the flooding on the west end of the township. He also attended a meeting on July 21 at the Town Hall with Richland County, Sauk County, and farmers to discuss flooding in the west end of the township and how to proceed to get help and funding. Dennis also attended a meeting in Chicago with Ed Lilla, Greg Jewell and Jim Blau to get update on procedures for the EDA grant.

Dennis told the residents that in 2011 the town will need to be reassessed and that Michael Rogers will submit a bid for the reassessing at the next meeting.

Supervisor report by Dave Radel, Dave stated that in talking with FEMA reps a storm shelter proposed for the trailer park would have to be brought up for a vote at the annual meeting because of the cost. Dave also stated that the town purchased the last of the homes in the buyout, as of now 27 of the homes are complete and 1 was lost due to foreclosure. 

Supervisor John McKenna stated that County Line Road is not yet completed and needs to have shoulder grading done. Westwood subdivision has been seal coated and that the pea gravel needs to be picked up. Peck road project is not completed by Ewers and will be done shortly. John also had a request from Birchfield to have two driveways on his property and John told him he could not because of only one per parcel. John also stated that several residents complained about garbage piled along a garage next to a foreclosed home at E 2725 Brace Road and he has been checking with the mortgage Company.

Vicki Terpstra was present to talk about High Speed Internet for Bugnet Internet.

Al Ikeler has issues about 2 homes moved in the Wismar division and asked what can be done to have them improve the outside appearance.

Patrolman’s report by John McKenna in the absence of Brad Haas, John stated that Brad has been patching pot holes, mowing parks, putting up road signs and did regular maintenance on the equipment.

Building Inspectors report was given by John McKenna, only 1 permit and it was for a new electrical service.

Emergency Management report by Dave Radel, Dave attended a meeting in Baraboo and the Peoples & Paws told of their groups work in locating lost people and how their dogs are trained. Dave also said that Sauk County will be conducting a clean sweep at the Town Of Franklin Hall this fall.

Plan Commission report by Fred Iausly, the commission is working on the final draft of comprehensive plan for PUD.

ETZ report by John McKenna, only 1 item on the agenda and that is the Village is going to utilize the Town Moratorium on building permits in the flooded areas.

Fire District report by Dave Radel, No meeting

The Big Hollow Project was presented by Ed Lilla and Greg Jewell. They both gave a presentation of how things need to progress and the forms and permits that need to be completed before any work can proceed. They both hoped that by the time crops are taken from the fields that work can start. Ed gave a time line as to when items can began and he said that EDA grant approved $ 236,000.oo for engineering and $116,200 for administration.

A motion to award the A&E contract to Jewell & Ass. Engineers was made by Dave Radel and was seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Next item on the agenda was to discuss the West End of the Town Ship flooding and that a meeting will be held with officials of Town Of Spring Green, Town Of Buena Vista, Sauk County, Richland County, Village of Lone Rock, and farmers. The meeting will also include the Sauk County Drainage Board.

Next on the agenda was the WI River Runners ATV Club request for a trail or route in the township. 

After much discussion Pat Werner from the club stated that after the last meeting in which it was suggested to get an alternate route other than Pearl Road to WI River Resort a committee set up another route it goes from Pearl Road north across Hwy 14 to Hwy G and will end in the parking lot of the Round Barn. More discussion from several residents about the other route to WI River Resort would hurt the possibility of getting a grant for Safe Routes to School. Dave Youngquist from the DNR said that he was in favor of the route along Pearl Road. Allan Green stated that an ATV Trail is not permitted as a use according to the Towns Comprehensive Plan. He stated that the Plan would have to be revised. After more discussion Pat Werner said that the route has to have signs and that the club would put them up, ATV must ride single file and within 100 feet of a home the speed limit is 10 mph and 30 mph along Pearl Road. Time to ride is 8:00 am to ½ hr before sunset. A motion to end consideration in the future for the route to WI River Resort was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

The driveway easement for the former Ewers parcel was discussed and Jason Sprecher was present with the papers for the board to sign. Kolby Hirth asked why and easement was needed because the driveway was on public property. John McKenna was not satisfied with the easement language and wanted the Towns attorney look at it because it was forever and did not say for AG use only.

A request to leave the pavement on that same parcel was discussed and Dave Radel will check with Ed Lilla and FEMA about who would be responsible for upkeep. The item was tabled until the next meeting.

Next was to review contracts with the Town, The clerk stated that only 2 contracts are held one is with Town & Country Sanitation and runs until 2013 and the other is with Vierbicher and is only for 1 year and does not cost the Town and money and the town gets 10% of the fees.

The review of the budget was discussed and John McKenna asked about the Road Maintenance Account and if there was enough money to complete the work for the year. The clerk stated that there will be money to finish. Several other questions arose about any money coming yet this year. The Clerk stated that if the Big Hollow Project started this fall the Town may have to borrow money until bills are submitted to the EDA.

Fire District was discussed and Dave stated that Richland County will not dispatch and ambulance in the township unless the call comes from the Spring Green Crew Chief. 

Motion to adjourn was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
