Regular Monthly Meeting June 2, 2011
The Regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. In absence of the clerk the chairman certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisor Dave Radel and Treasure Anita Bindl. Absent were Supervisor John McKenna and Clerk James Blau. Also present were Patrolman Brad Haas, Bill Mertens, Jerry Schmidt, Louis Weston, Trish Dickenson, Marian Copus, Michael Bindl, Lee Gates, Fred Iausly, Jeff Sprecher, Caryl Sprecher, Stanley Feiner, and Herman Kaldenburg.
Motion to amend the agenda was made by Dennis Polivka to include an up date of the Big Hollow Ditch Project and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C A motion to approve the agenda with the addition of the Big Hollow Project was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C
The minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read was made by Dave Radel second by Dennis Polivka, M/C
Treasures report by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $110,757.48 with receipts of $5,525.83 and disbursements of 47,818.01 leaving a balance of $68,465.30. A motion to file the treasures report was made by Dave Radel seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C
Motion to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented was made by Dennis Polivka seconded by Dave Radel. M/C
Chairman’s report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis stated that he attended the Drainage Board meeting on May 2nd, and received word on May 5th that Richland County has designated $30,000.00 and Sauk County has designated $11,000.00 for a study of the Western Basin for flood control. This money was part of CDBG money the county’s had that was not used. Dennis also said that the three members of the Board attended the quarterly WTA’s meeting on May 19th. Dennis gave a brief outline of what was disused at that meeting. The County will be holding a clean sweep in Baraboo on June 4th. Restructuring of the County Board of Supervisors and the area they will serve has taken place. This was a result of the recent census. The Spring Green area will now have three County Supervisors rather than the four it once had. The Township will be loosing Don Stevens who has represented the area near and around the Tri County Airport. Ho Chunk has informed the County that it wants to put 600 acres of land into trust and have it removed from the tax roll; The County is not in favor because of the lost tax dollars to the county. A presentation was given on the status of Farms in the County over the last ten years.

Average size of a farm is 187 acres and 86% of these farms are family owned.
On May 31st the Town purchased the last home of the 28 homes that were part of a FEMA buyout as a result of the 2008 floods. Demo will be soon. Dennis gave an update as to were the Town stands with getting the Prairie House removed. Dennis said the owners have been sent an agreement from the Town’s attorney to be signed and approved before any demolition will take place. 
Supervisors report by Dave Radel, Dave said that he did a walk thru the buyout properties that were contracted to Heritage Movers, also present were Ed Lilla of Jewell and Assoc. and a representative of Heritage Movers. Dave Stated that they were looking for holes and the seeding after demo was completed. Dave also stated that there was still a black top drive way to be removed from one of the properties. Final payment will not be made until all of the properties pass final inspection. Dave shared some information that he read from the Town’s Assc. Magazine he receives monthly on the new voter ID law. Dave recommended that the town clerk and the Town’s election workers take the recommended training classes that the WTA’s recommends should be taken. Supervisor John McKenna’s report was read by Dennis Polivka in John’s absence. John’s reports read that the Towns application for reimbursement of the Federal tax paid per gallon of diesel fuel purchased has been honored. The Town has received a check for $2,320.17 for the years of 2008, 2009, and 2010. John attended an on site visit of a proposed driveway on Peck Rd. John had the Town’s Engineer review the application with written comments as to how this will fit the Town’s Driveway Ordinance.
Public Comments, none.
Patrolman’s report by Brad Haas, Brad has been doing patching, trash picking, removed snow plow equipment, and has started the first roadside mowing along with regular maintenance.
Building inspectors report given by Dennis Polivka, one building permit was issued since last month. The permit is for a remodel of a single family home on Porter Rd.
Plan Commission report by Fred Iausly, Fred Stated that at the last plan commission meeting the commission reviewed a CSM presented by David Mack of S12295 Porter Rd. After the reviewing of the CSM there were noted changes to be made. It was recommended that the CSM would not be approved until the correction were made and brought back to the Plan Commission. Fred also said that progress was being made on the language that is going to be part of the Towns review of its compressive plan for mineral extraction. JETZC report read by Dennis from John’s report stated that a zoning permit request has been made to allow for construction of a single family home on lot two of the Quiet view subdivision. Lot four of Valley West Subdivision the owners have asked to erect a new pool and expansion of the homes deck. Discussed and approved was adding Predevelopment Agriculture definition to various businesses, residential, and manufacturing districts. Discussed was if solar panels, wind turbines, etc. Was possible defined as an essential service? The conclusion was no.
Fire Board, No meeting.
Action Items,
Ed Lilla of Jewell and Associates gave a brief presentation on the Big Hollow Flood Project. Ed said that earlier in the day, June 2nd. He received an e-mailed document approving the construction contract of Iverson and the approval to begin construction. Ed said that a pre construction meeting would need to be held before construction could begin. Ed also suggested that Iverson meet with each of the farmers whose land is part of the project to go over details of the project before construction begins, Ed said that this has been a long hard process and he expects construction to begin soon. Stanley Feiner asked if bids have been let for the structures to go under Hwy 14, Railroad and Kennedy Rd. ED’s answer was no.  Time lines need to be set with the DOT before the bids can be let, but thought that this too will happen soon. The Board thanked Ed for his hard work in getting the project to the point of starting.
Lee Gates of S&K Forest Products was present to address the Board of his findings of selective timber harvesting on the Town newly acquired properties. Mr. Gates was asked by the board in a special meeting held earlier in May to do a review of the Towns forest lands. Lee recommended that the forty acres that the Town bought from the Enerson’s as part of the FEMA buyout that the Red Pines be clear cut do to the stress of flooding. Lee recommends that at this time we leave the hard woods alone. Dave Radel asked the public in attendance of there thoughts Dave said that this is Public land and the decision should be made by the Public. The recommendation by the residence of the Town in attendance was to have Mr. Gates proceed with his plan he presented to the Board. The dollar amount that the Town will receive from the pulp wood that is taken should be around two to three thousand dollars. A motion was made by Dennis Polivka and seconded by Dave Radel to have S&k Forest Products do selective timber harvesting on Town lands. M/C.
Overhead Projector.
Dennis and Dave asked permission to purchase an overhead projector. Dave stated that in going to other Town Hall’s that most Town’s have one. Dennis said that the Town has been giving presentation with a borrowed projector over the past two years. Feed back from this type of presentation has been positive with Town Residents. Dave said that the Town should not be borrowing a projector every time one is in needed. Dennis asked Dave what the cost of a projector would be. Dave said that a few months ago he did some looking into what it would cost; he said that it would be around $800.00 to $1000.00. The Board was given permission from the residents present to proceed in looking to purchase a projector. Jeff Sprecher suggested that the money generated from the Towns timber sales be put toward the purchase of a projector. Dennis tabled the projector purchase until next month to further research the cost to purchase.
Liquor Licenses
The Board reviewed applicants that need to have the liquor licenses renewed, the list includes Spring Green Rod and Gun, River valley Mobil, Newton’s Service, Woody’s LLC, Wisconsin River resort, Arthur’s. Riteway Plaza and the Round Barn. A motion was made by Dennis Polivka and seconded by Dave Radel to approve the Liquor requests. M/C
Replace Port a Pot
Bill Mertens gave an update of the cost of purchasing a portable toilet for Laudon Park. Bill said that the cost of a used toilet has gone up in price since he first presented his findings of last fall. The cost at that time would have been $1,500.00. Bill said that the priced has increased so much that it would not be possible for the Town to purchase at this time. Bill said he would keep looking and will report back to the Board at a later date if he finds something.
Motion to adjourn was made by Dave Radel and a seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C
