REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING JULY 7, 2011

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl. Motion by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna to adopt the agenda. M/C

The minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Treasurers report by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $ 68,485.30 with receipts of $ 12,358.44 and disbursements of $ $22,125.38 leaving a balance of $ 58,718.36.Motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
Motion to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C  

Chairperson’s report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis stated that he has been in contact with the owners of the Prairie House Motel and will have a meeting next week also he has been working with Jewell for the removal of the Feiner House in Prairie View Subdivision. Dennis also told of a bike ride in August for the Aids network on some roads in the township. 

Supervisors report by Dave Radel, Dave received complaints about two homes moved in at Wismar and that they were not being completed but Dave said that they are working on them and Tracy Johnson stated that they have two years on the building permit but FEMA’s time limit is running out.

Supervisors report by John McKenna, John has been doing regular weekly water readings at the test wells now for a year. John also has still been trying to get the DOT to put up water level readings for the Hwy 14 Bridge.  John also has been working with Ellefson concerning the ditch on their property for drainage, and also has been working on the culvert on Butternut Road.

Public Comment. None
Patrolman’s report by Brad Haas, Brad has finished the first moving and has been mowing the park and hall yards and also the Prairie View Subdivision lots, and did regular maintenance on the equipment. Brad also stated that the Town Hall needs a new flag and will check into receiving one from the Capital. Brad also stated that several stop signs have been pulled out and the road signs have been removed and need to be replaced.

Emergency planning no meeting this month.
Plan Commission report by Fred Iausly, the commission has been working on the CSM for Dave Mack and on the Driveway permit for the property east of Peck Road and west of Hanson Road. John McKenna also has been working with the permit.

ETZ report by John McKenna, John stated that the Village and Township needs to work together on Predevelopment Ag Zoning and other areas like the Cardinal property along hwy 23.
Fire District report by Dave Radel No Meeting.
 Joel Gaalswyk from auk County Board was present to discuss the April Election and he hopes someone will challenge him on the ballot. Joel also talked about the Sauk County Nursing Home and how much it is in the red. Joel said that the home runs about 2 Million dollars a year in the red. Joel also talks about Rails to Trails and Working Lands and Farm Land Preservation and economic development and the Sauk County Forrest.

Ed Lilla was present from Jewell & ass Engineers to give an update on the Big Hollow Project. Ed stated that he and Dennis have been working on getting the railroad permit for the project and that they should have it in a couple of days.
Dennis presented a Big Hollow Drainage Facility Ordinance to the board and will send it to the Town’s attorney for review.

Next was the counties redistricting plan and the clerk presented it to the board and a motion to approve the plan was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C

Next on the agenda was the tree trimming and removal. Some discussion about the issue and the board would take action by a case by case if any complaints were received.

Supervisor Dave Radel received several complaints about two homes moved in at Wismar Subdivision from the Prairie View Subdivision that they were not ready to be sold. Building Inspector Tracy Johnson told the board that the building permit was good doe 2 years and he could not enforce the issue. Dave and Ed Lilla have been working with Halverson’s and they are starting to work on them. Dave and Ed Lilla are working on the last home in the Prairie View Subdivision and said that it will be demolished in the next couple of months. Dennis & Ed will meet with the owners of the Prairie House Motel next Friday to get answers to what they intend to do.

Dave Radel stated that no meeting for the Fire District was held for some time and Dennis asked if Dave could call a meeting to discuss the issue of the Town Of Troy being in the Fire District. Dave stated that he will call a meeting.
Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C
