TOWN OF SPRING GREEN
REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING AUGUST 4, 2011

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl.  Also present were Patrolman Brad Haas, Bill Mertens, Marian Copus, Jan and Rudy Montgomery, Louis Weston, Kolby Hirth, Pat and Otto Frischolz, Jerry Schmidt, Mike Birr, Fred Iausly, Doug Jones, Ed Lilla and Caryl Sprecher.

Motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
The minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Treasurers report by Anita Bindl starting balance of $ 58,718.36 with receipts of $ 99,869.61and disbursements of $ 38,136.10 leaving a balance of $ 120,451.87. Motion to approve the report was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C
Motion to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C The Town also needs to Borrow $325,000.00 to pay for bills from the Big Hollow Project.

Chairperson report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis went to a meeting of the Drainage District at the west end of the Township, Dennis stated that he met with the Dept. of Commerce and Jewell about the Prairie House Motel and has gotten the permission to remove it. The owners are still working to get finances to rebuild a smaller motel. Dennis also attended the Fire District Meeting with Dave Radel and Dave with include issues with his report. Dennis also stated that the Town needs to approve the Easements with the DNR.

Supervisors report by Dave Radel, Dave has been working on the removal of the Feiner House and is still working with Halverson’s about the two homes in the Wismar Subdivision. Dave also has been checking with Iverson’s on the progress with the Big Hollow Project.

Supervisors report by John McKenna, John has been taking water readings at the test wells and handed out grafts as to the levels of ground water for the last 2 years and talked about Baken Pond’s breech and that it had no effect on the ground water levels. Kolby Hirth asked John to explain his findings. John has been working on the Drive Way Permit off of Peck Road. John has been in contact with the Power and Telephone companies as to removal of the transformers in the Prairie View Subdivision. John also stated that no bids came in for Butternut culvert and that it will be bid later. John also talked about the speed limit on Kennedy Road and felt that all of Kennedy Road should be 45 mph. John also attended the Fire District meeting and stated that 1/3 of the fire calls in the Township were for car crashes.


  
Public Comments, Mike Birr asked if a new form of the agendas could be put on the web site so he could easier forward to his Concerned Citizens. Mike also asked if the Town had input for the taxes for the River Valley School Budget. The Board told him they had nothing to do and only received an amount that they needed.

Patrolman’s report by Brad Haas, Brad has been mowing the parks, roadsides, and the Prairie subdivision, painted in the hall and did patching and regular maintenance on the equipment.

Building Inspectors report by John McKenna, Tracy has issued 4 permits, 2 for deck’s, 1 for and addition and 1 new Home off of Peck Road.
Emergency Planning report by Dave Radel no meeting this month. Dave stated that a fund is set up to help low income residents in Sauk County for Home Improvements.

ETZ report by John McKenna, One item on the agenda was for a resident in Highbanks to sell a smaller lot but it has a CSM before the minimum lot size was enacted. John also stated that the village will let the Town issues permits for the flood plain in the ETZ.

Fire District report by Dave Radel, Dave stated that the dept gave a check for $20,000.00 to be used for reduction of the loan; the money came from fund raisers and the dance. Dave also stated that the Ambulance needs to have a budget and that monthly statements will be sent out every month. Jerry Baryenbruch told the residents that a new ambulance was needed at a cost of around $250,000.00 and would like to keep the old one for a backup. The present ambulance is in need of repair. Dave stated that October 12 is the budget hearing for the Fire and Ambulance Dept. and suggested that residents attend. Jerry stated that 9 new recruits have signed up for training. Jerry also stated that in 2010 there were 285 ambulance calls and so far this year 134.

Bid opening for road work was put on hold until next meeting and John McKenna stated that Porter Road sections should be delayed until next spring and then do the entire road. John also stated that the Town needs to save the money until next year.

Ed Lilla from Jewell was present to give a update on the Big Hollow Project, Ed stated that they received the permits for box culverts for the railroad and that the bid opening will be I week later so alternate projects could be bid at the same time in case there is money left from the project. The bid opening will be August 18 and then the town needs to set up a special meeting to approve the bids.

Next on the agenda was the Big Hollow Drainage Ordinance and that a resolution # 2-2011 to act will be in the paper 2 weeks before the September meeting which will then Adopt then Ordinance. Voice vote was taken Polivka yes, Radel yes, McKenna yes. M/C for resolution # 2-2011.

Next was to approve the easement with the DNR which was reviewed by the Town’s Attorney. A Voice vote was taken to adopt the easement Polivka yes, Radel yes, McKenna yes. M/C

Next was the sale of the water pump that the Town used in the flood.  The town received a bid from Roberts Irrigation for $ 12,000.00. Motion by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel to sell the pump. M/C

Next on the agenda was the purchase of a projector and after discussion about a projector or a big screen TV a motion by Dennis Polivka to purchase a projector and overhead mounting for a cost of around $500 for the projector plus the overhead mounting. The motion was seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Next was the future purchase of an ambulance for around $ 250,000.00 and to keep the old one for a spare. The old ambulance is 8 years old and needs repair. It was suggested that Dave Radel report to the Fire District that the Town is in favor to purchase a new one and keep the old one as a spare.

The Town needs a new flag and John McKenna contacted Ron Kinds Office about getting one at a cost of $ 18.00 plus postage of $7.35 for a total of $ 25.35.

The Clerk Stated that the Assessor has set up August 17 and 18 of August for the Open Book from 4:00 pm to 8:00 pm both days. And the Board of Review is set for August 31, 2011 from 6:00 pm to 8:00 pm.

Motion to adjourn was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
