

TOWN OF SPRING GREEN 
REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING SEPTEMBER 1, 2011

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl. Also present were Patrolman Brad Haas, Don Golembiewski, Bill Mertens, Marian Copus, Pat and Otto Frischolz, Carla Carmody, Jerome Carmody, Joanne Bohnsack, Susan Tatar, Kolby Hirth, Doug Jones, Mike Birr, Alan Green, Ed Lilla, Jerry Bindl, Michael Bindl and Stan Feiner. 
Motion by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna to approve the agenda. M/C

The Minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minute as read with corrections to permission instead of permits and transformers instead of stoops and ETZ instead of ET and Flag cost of $ 25.35 instead of $18.00 because of postage was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C 

Treasurers report by Anita Bind, Starting balance of $ 120,451.87 with receipts of $ 149,910.13 and disbursements of $ 24,391.92 leaving a balance of $ 245,970.08. Motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
Motion by John McKenna and seconded by Dennis Polivka to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented. M/C
Chairpersons report by Dennis Polivka; Dennis has been working on the Prairie House Motel and Big Hollow project with Jewell to try to get extra funding for the projects. Dennis also attended a WTA meeting in Plain on Aug. 18 and they suggested flying the flag and remembering the 9-11 disaster. Dennis also stated that a clean sweep will take place on Oct. 1 at the Lavalle Town Hall. Dennis said that the Town has received the DNR Easements.
Supervisors report by Dave Radel, Dave has been with Jewells on the last Homes in the buyout and that the last home is being torn down now and the two homes in Wismar are being repaired. Dave also attended the Economic meeting at the Lone Rock Airport and said that they discussed the forest land in the Township. Dave also said that Dave Marshall met with him at the sloughs in the area for water testing.
Supervisor John McKenna reported that he and Brad cut brush and prickly trees off Richland Street property by requests from a resident. John also talked about the forest at the meeting at the Lone Rock airport. John also gave a report on the census and populations in Sauk County’s Cities, Towns and villages.
Patrolman’s report by Brad Haas; Brad has been mowing and started the third and last mowing of roadsides, replacing stolen or damaged signs, patching and shouldering Kennedy road and did regular maintenance on the equipment.

Building Inspectors report 2 permits issued 1 for addition and 1 out building.
Plan Commission report by Dave Radel. Dave stated that they have been working on the Mineral extraction and non metallic mining parts of the Comprehensive Plan. Next meeting is Sept. 13 at 7:00 pm.

ETZ no meeting
Fire District no meeting closed session.

John McKenna made a motion to award the contract to install a culvert on Butternut Road to Iverson Construction for a cost of $ 11,586.00 and was seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Ed Lilla gave an update on the Big Hollow Project and stated that there are over runs on certain aspects of the project and that a shortage of funds needs to be looked into. Ed Lilla, Greg Jewell, and Dennis Polivka went to Dept. of Commerce to try to obtain more funding. The cost of the overages is around $ 500,000.00. Ed stated that work is being done on underground and under the ditch for Natural Gas, and Charter and frontier. Road work on Cty.  G and Pearl Road will last about another 2 weeks. The Prairie House Motel needs documentation first from agencies and that it may be late fall into winter before it can be removed.
Next on the agenda was for a resolution to borrow up to $ 500,000.00 for the Big Hollow Project if it is needed to complete the project. Motion by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna to approve the Borrowing if needed. Roll call vote Polivka yes, Dave Radel yes, John McKenna yes. M/C
Kolby Hirth asked about the overages and what they were for. Ed stated DNR permits attorneys extra fees and the Railroad and DNR. Mike Birr also asked Ed Lilla why Jewell’s estimates were off and Ed stated that it was done in the late fall of 2008 and that costs have risen. Kolby Hirth gave credit to Jewell for obtaining the grants for the buyout and the Ditch project.

The Board then adopted the Chapter 14 Drainage Ordinance for the Big Hollow Drainage and the Clerk certified that it was posted according to law. Motion to adopt the ordinance was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C

A motion to extend for 1 year the Moratorium on Building in previously flooded Areas throughout the Town was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Next was a motion to adopt a Grievance Procedure for Town Employees mandated by the State. Motion was made by John McKenna and was seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Next on the agenda was Water Quality in the Township. Discussion on water tests done in and around sloughs in the town by Dave Marshall. Discussion on high nitrate levels in the area and what can be done to lower them. Doug Jones and Mike Birr asked the board if they could set up a public meeting with Dave Marshall to help get started on improving water quality in the town. Dennis Polivka told them to keep in contact with Dave Marshall and set up a meeting.

Motion to Adjourn was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
