TOWN OF SPRING GREEN

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING OCTOBER 6, 2011

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl. Also present were Patrolman Brad Haas, Bill Mertens, Jerry Schmidt, Marion Copus, Kolby Hirth, Michelle Thomas, Pat Frischolz, Otto Frischolz, Andy Ringelstetter, Ed Lilla, Doug Jones and several others who did not sign in.

Motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

The minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Treasurers report by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $ 245,970.08 with receipts of $ 4,007.31 and disbursements of $ 112,955.98 leaving a balance of $ 137,021.41. Motion to approve the Treasurers report was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Motion to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented was mad by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C several bills for the Big Hollow Project were put on hold until the loan is secured from the bank and the clerk will pay them.

Ed Lilla told the board that over one million dollars is due the Town from EDA and also about 175,000.oo is due from Dept. of Commerce and about 20,000.00 is due from FEMA. Most of this money will go to pay off the loan from the bank. 

Chairperson’s report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis has been working with Jewell about the Prairie House Motel and pre construction meeting with Iverson. Dennis also attended a meeting at the Lone Rock Airport with Economic Development from Sauk County about the forest. Dennis also told of an upcoming meeting about sand mining in Eau Claire WI. He also urged the plan commission to attend.

Supervisor’s report by Dave Radel, Dave attended the emergency management meeting and brought back water sample kits for residents. Dave stated that you can apply a reverse osmosis kit to your water supply to rid your water of high nitrates. Dave also received complaints from residents in West Prairie View about the water drainage. Dave also stated that the board will close Kennedy Road for 2 weeks due to the rough milled part of the road for construction of the ditch. The 2 homes in Wismar division are now complete.

Supervisor’s report by John McKenna, John stated that the culvert on Butternut Road will be installed by the end of the week and that there will be an over run on the cost due to fill around the culvert and also extra charges for the barricades. John and Brad will apply for the 2012 Trip program. John also told of the Sauk County Sherriff’s putting on an auto safety check for senior citizens at the Town Hall. John also gave a report about the meeting with the Economic Development Committee for the Sauk County Forest in the Township and pros and cons of its use from Sauk County Supervisor Don Stevens and about the lost taxes from the forest.

Public Comments: Michelle Thomas and Kolby Hirth both asked why the minutes from some previous meetings were not on the web site and also why the moratorium and ordinance was not on the site as well. Dennis said he will check on it but did say that the clerk sent them to Marnie to be put on the web site. Kolby asked that Dennis report back on this issue at the next meeting. Michelle Thomas asked if the Fire Dept. and EMS were notified about the closing of Kennedy Road. Dennis and Dave both said they have been along with the bus company.

Doug Jones asked about setting up a meeting with Dave Marshal about water quality in the area and after some discussion a public meeting was set up for Thursday October 27 at 7:00 pm at the Town Hall. Doug suggested that everyone get the word out so more people are aware of the meeting. Doug stated that a kit cost $3.00 and the testing cost $14.00.

  Patrolman’s report by Brad Haas, Brad is finishing the last mowing and started to get snow plowing equipment ready for winter. Brad also stated that he will order sand & salt from the County and did regular equipment maintenance.

Building Inspectors report given by John McKenna, 4 permits were issued 2 for sheds, 1 for addition and 1 for a furnace.

Emergency Planning report by Dave Radel, Dave attended a meeting in Baraboo and Nextel will continue to be free for now. Dave also stated that the County Health Dept. will issue signs for the homes for information about residents health concerns to warn Fire and EMT’s of health issues. Dave will bring signs when they are available. Dave also brought back literature on the Wisconsin River Systems.

Plan Commission is still working on the Comprehensive Plan and Non Metallic Mining and urges residents to attend the next Plan Commission Meeting Oct 11.

ETZ report, no meeting

Fire District, Closed session, next meeting October 12 for the Budget.

Ed Lilla from Jewell’s gave an update on the Big Hollow Project and stated that Pear Road and County G will be open on Friday Oct 7 and that next week the south half of the culvert on Hwy 14 will be installed. Ed also stated that for safety reasons Kennedy Road will be closed for about 2 weeks.

Dennis Polivka stated that a possible establishment of a Municipal Drainage District was looks into but for now the Town has a right to 45 ft on the bottom of the drainage ditch from easements from land owners and has control of the 45 feet.

Dennis also gave an update on the West Side Drainage Project and that at this time the cost would be over 3 million Dollars and is too high at this time.

Next on the agenda was the West Prairie View Drainage problems and what can be done after some discussion from residents, Fred Peck asked if a foot of dirt could be put into the ditch to cover the ground water and that it would not affect the culverts. John McKenna told them that He and Brad will check it out next week and measure and survey the area and come back with a plan.

John McKenna stated that he had to recertify the Towns Roads and has filled out the papers to send into the DOT. John stated that the Town has 61.42 miles of Roads. John also stated that Paulus Road on the east end of the Town was in question by the Town of Franklin but nothing needs to be done.

Dennis asked about setting up a budget planning meeting for the 2012 budget. Tuesday October 18, 2011 at 7:00 pm was set for the budget planning meeting at the Town Hall.

Motion to adjourn was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
