TOWN OF SPRING GREEN

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING DECEMBER 1, 2011

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl. Also present were Patrolman Brad Hass, Bill Mertens, Marian Copus, Trish Dickinson, Pat & Otto Frischolz, Jerry Schmidt, Louis Weston, Doug Jones, Andy Ringelstetter, Ed Lilla, Greg Jewell, David & Eileen Roeder, Mike Birr, Mike Bindl, Dan & Linda Kettner, Jeff Sprecher, Fred Iausly, Brad Parkin, Duane & Iza Pretsch, Wendy Layton, Jody Reich, Monte Reich.

Motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

The minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Treasurers report by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $ 112,540.16 with receipts of $ 37,658.23 and disbursements of $ 26,399.36 leaving a balance of $ 123,799.03. Motion to approve the report was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Motion to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Chairperson report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis attended 2 meetings on the Economic Development Committee one in LaValle and the other in Plain on the Sauk County Forest and Job Creation. Dennis stated that last Wednesday Iverson Construction opened the ditch north of Hwy 14 and let the water flow south to the river. Dennis also met with Jewell about the Wilson Creek Bridge and that it needed repair and also replacement.

Supervisors report by Dave Radel, Dave attended the two meetings along with Dennis and that he will attend a meeting at the House on the Rock Resort for mining.

Supervisors report by John McKenna, John will also attend the meeting at the House on the Rock and has talked to the Rail Road about crossings and that it should be a slope of 3 inches for 30 feet. John will also ask them about the Porter Road Rail Road Crossing. John also has taken samples of the water at the Town Hall and has not gotten the results back. John is still working on the Road updates for the DOT and will have it ready by Dec. 13.

Public comments: Trish Dickinson thanked the board for their work on the Big Hollow Ditch Project. Mike Birr asked who to contact for removal of dead animal carcasses and what about health risks. 

Patrolman’s report by Brad Haas, Brad had one snow storm and has done repair work on plow trucks to get them ready for winter, also did some brushing and took a week’s vacation.

Building Inspector’s report by Tracy Johnson, only one permit for a new electrical service.

Emergency Planning report by Dave Radel, Dave talked about the Counties Hazard Mitigation Plan and that when the county has finalized it the Town needs to adopt the plan. Dave also stated that the Red Cross will have a nurse available in case of a disaster. Dave also handed out stickers to put on refrigerators to warn EMT’s or Fireman of concerns in case of a call to the home. Dave will also take some to the Fire Department and also the Lions to distribute. 

Plan Commission report by Fred Iausly, Fred attended a meeting for Sauk County’s new proposed sign Ordinance. The Commission also has been working on the Comprehensive Plan to revise the Subdivision Ordinance. 

ETZ report by John McKenna, No Meeting

Fire District report by Dave Radel, Dave reported that the heli pad is now ready and they will open bids for snow removal next week.

Ed Lilla reported on the progress of the Big Hollow Ditch Project. Ed stated that they opened up the north part of the project on hwy 14and that only one back up is left to open north of the hwy 14 ditch. Jewell also checked with the workers and sub contractors to check on the prevailing wages. Ed stated that some rough spots on hwy 14 need some work.

Ed then talked about the Prairie House project and that they have heard from the DNR and that most of the permits are in order and the environmental assessments still need to come in for the permits. Ed hoped that by the end of December bids could be let for demolition. Ed stated that very little asbestos was found in some of the floor tiles. 

Next was a Contract amendment for Jewell for the extra work on the Big Hollow project and the Prairie House. The contract is for $ 75,000.00 and will be paid for by the department of Commerce. Motion by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna to approve the contract. M/C

Next on the agenda was a tax refund for Duane and Iza Pretsch because of taxing them for a basement which they do not have. The tax refund amounts to $ 453.59 for 2 years. Motion to repay them was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C

Next on the agenda was the Wilson Creek Bridge, Greg Jewell stated that the bridge inspection report by Sauk County shows failing piling and in need of repair. Greg showed pictures and said a temporary fix would be to install wooden planks to reinforce the pilings for a cost of around $ 2000.00. Greg stated that Sauk County would delay some of their projects and put this bridge in there place for possibly 2013.

The cost of a new bridge would be split the State pays 80%, the County pays 10%, and the Town pays 10%. Motion by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna to have Jewell install a temporary fix. M/C

Next on the agenda was the building permit for a house on Rolling Ridge. The builder was present to answer some questions about what his intensions are for the house, several residents were not happy with the house and that it did not meet the 20% less of value of other homes in the area. Brad Parkin stated that he could not bring it to that range because of financial problems. After much discussion Dave Radel and several residents want to get together with the builder and iron out and work with each other to improve the house. The Towns attorney was present to address the ordinance of 20% in value of homes in the area. Natalie Bussan stated that the courts have a gray area in the matter to in force the issue. Steve Sorenson from Sauk County stated that the builder did not need another permit to finish the home unless he added a garage. Motion by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna to have 2 residents and the Town Board work together to help bring the home up to standard.

Next Dennis Polivka talked about the Sauk County Forest and the County Forest management program and that several residents asked if the Town could donate 40 acres it received in the buyout to the County Forest and maybe exchange it for other land.

Next was the Water Quality Testing for sloughs in the area. Doug Jones asked if the Board would draft a letter in favor of the testing in order to get a grant for it. Motion to have John McKenna draft a letter was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C Doug Jones asked if the Committee could use the Town Hall for meetings on the first Monday of each month. Dennis stated that the hall was available but to check with the clerk in case it was used for elections. The Clerk would also post the meetings if Doug e-mails the notice to him.

Next on the agenda was to appoint election workers for 2 years. Motion by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel to appoint Frieda Weston, Louis Weston, Jan Erdman, Ethan Erdman, Randy Prem and Audrey Blau for 2 years as election workers.

Next Dennis Polivka projected the 2012 budget on the screen and asked if anyone had questions. 

Next was a motion by Dennis Polivka and seconded by Dave Radel to go into closed session for Employee Negotiations. Voice roll call Dennis Polivka yes, Dave Radel yes, John McKenna yes.

Motion to adjourn the closed session was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Motion to reconvene the regular session was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C
