TOWN OF SPRING GREEN

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING JANUARY 5, 2012

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl. Also present were Patrolman Brad Haas, David Williams, William Winkers, Bill Mertens, Don Koller, Marian Copus, Louis Weston, Paula Mickelson, Rod Hammons, Pat and Otto Frischolz, Chuck Ruetten, Andy Ringelstetter, Caryl & Jim Sprecher, David & Eileen Roeder, Doug Jones, Baxter Radel, Bruce Lenz, Ed Lilla, Joanne Bohnsack, Mike Baryenbruch, Kolby Hirth, Fred Iausly, Gayle Wood, Mike Birr, Margie Ferstl.

A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

The minutes from the previous were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Treasurers report by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $ 123,799.03 with receipts of $ 9564.86 and disbursements of $ 74,885.97 leaving a yearend balance of $ 58,477.92. Motion to approve the report was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Motion to approve and pay the monthly bills was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Chairpersons report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis attended a frac sand mining meeting at the Springs Resort on Dec 2, Dennis also stated that the Big Hollow is now completed except for some spring clean up and checking on the seeding. Dennis also heard from several residents about the Rail Road crossing signs and will be talks about later in the meeting. Dennis also stated that several deer carcasses have been set off in the ditches in the township. Dennis also stated that the board will attend the annual WTA meeting on Feb 17 in Richland Center. Dennis also met with the Department of Administration for the alternate projects for Mercer Road and Big Hollow intersection and that there is money there but nothing positive. Jewell has temporally repaired the Wilson Creek Bridge.

Supervisors report by Dave Radel, Dave has been working with some residents of Rolling Ridge and Brad Parkin to see if the bank would borrow more money to add a garage on the house and that if he added the garage residents would let the 80% of value ride. Dave also stated that many residents attended the water quality meeting at the Town Hall. 

Supervisors report by John McKenna, John has finished the Pavement rating for 2011 for the DOT and the Boundary and annexation survey and sent them off. John also attended the water quality meeting and had the water at the town hall checked and said it came back at 21 nitrates.

Public comment, Eileen Roeder thanked the board for trying to help with the house on Rolling Ridge and their effort in the future. Kolby Hirth also stated that after this issue in done the Board and the Plan Commission should review the ordinances so this problem does not happen again.

Patrolman’s report by Brad Haas, Brad stated that in December 2 small snow storms and some ice. Brad has used only 90 yards of sand & salt so far this year compared to last year of over 300 yards. Brad also did some brush chipping and did maintenance on the equipment and shop work.

Building Inspectors report, 2 water heaters permit and one electrical service.

Emergency Management report by Dave Radel, No Meeting this month.

Plan Commission report, no meeting in December.

ETZ report by John McKenna, the commission met twice, the first was for a LED sign for Arthurs and they Ammended the sign ordinance to allow the size and amount of time to change the message. The second was to allow Beckert Company to use part of the building east of the subway to make glass coating machines. The ETZ had to redo part of the B2 or B 3 zoning to allow for it.

Fire District report by Dave Radel, only a short meeting to award snow plowing bids, 2 bids opened one from Brent Winkers and the other from Nick Liegel, Nick was the low bidder and was awarded the bid.

Ed Lilla from Jewell was present to give an update on the Big Hollow Ditch and Prairie House Projects. Ed stated that the big hollow Ditch was complete except for some clean up in the spring and to check on the seeding. The Prairie House Motel’s bids to demolish will be opened on January 25. Ed stated that vandals are going into the building and stealing. Ed said that the building is not safe.

Next on the agenda were the Rail Road Crossing signs. John McKenna stated that he checked into the issue and stated that the signs are the property of the Rail Road and that the Town has no control in the matter. Baxter Radel stated that the Village only has yield signs and asked if the town could check with the RR to see if the Town could also have yield signs. Village Police Chief Wilkens stated that in his observation he thought yield signs would be sufficient. John McKenna will check with the RR.

Kolby Hirth asked if the stop signs were put up in anticipation of more train and passenger travel.

Next on the agenda was the start time to sell liquor. The State Law now states that 6:00 am is the start time unless a municipality drafts an ordinance to remain the 8:00 or 9:00 am sell time. After much discussion the pros and cons of the start time a motion to table the issue until the next month’s informational meeting so more people could voice their opinion was made by Dennis Polivka and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Next was the lowering of the speed limit from Dyke Road to Porter from 55 to 45 mph. John McKenna stated that an ordinance needs to be changed and dated and that it needs a public hearing. Motion to approve the lowering the speed limit from 55 to 45 was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Local Sign Assessment & Maintenance Program was discussed and John McKenna and Brad Has will check on the issues and report back to the board.

Next was the Public Drinking water quality at the Town Hall which tested 21 for nitrates. Discussion about having bottled water in the hall or having a reverse osmoses system installed. Kolby Hirth and Andy Ringelstetter both stated that the Town just needs to put up a sign warning residents of the water quality and that the Town does not have to supply bottled water.

Next was to have the Patrolman’s contract signed by the Board members for 2012.

Motion to adjourn was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
