TOWN OF SPRING GREEN

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING February 2, 2012, 2012

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl. A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

The Minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read with the word changed from changed to amend for the ETZ report by John McKenna was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Treasurers report by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $ 58,477.92 with receipts of $ 1,006,406.55 and disbursements of $ 934,510.88 leaving a balance of $ 130,373.59. Motion to approve the report was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Motion to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C 

Chairperson’s report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis attended meetings for the pre bid demolishing for the Prairie House and the bid opening. He also received a letter stating the Town will receive Trip funds this year. Dennis stated that the board will attend the WTA meeting in Richland Center on Feb 18.

Supervisors report by Dave Radel, Dave has been in contact with the town’s attorney in regards with the House on Rolling Ridge. Dave also received complaints about Hazelnut Rd. snow plowing.

Supervisors report by John McKenna, John has been in contact with the Rail Road about the stop signs. John also received word that the Town was granted a Trip Fund in the amount of $18,464.05 for Porter Road. John also noted that he and Doug Jones have been monitoring the test wells for the Town for 86 weeks and over 2500 miles and asked if anyone else would like to get involved.

Public Comment; John McKenna as a resident talked about the Community Forrest and about Sauk County plans for it in the future and that their plans do not go along with the Town’s Comprehensive Plan.

Rod Barns asked the Board if he could lease the land next to his home along Hwy 14 for his horses. The Town owns the land from the buyout. Rod purchased his home from Brent Winkers. The Board told him it needs to be put on an agenda item for next month.

Patrolman’s report by Brad Haas; Brad stated that early in January very little snow and ice but later on several big storms and so far this year the town used 292 ½ yards of sand & salt. Brad also did some chipping and regular maintenance of the equipment. 

Building Inspectors report by Tracy Johnson, Tracy issued 3 permits, 1 for a remodel, 1 new home and 1 outdoor wood furnace.

Emergency Planning by Dave Radel, no meeting

Plan Commission report by Fred Iausly. The commission has completed work on the Comprehensive Plan for Non Metallic Mining and Fred also has been working with the village on the issues.

ETZ report by John McKenna, just a formality to amend the ordinance to allow the Calliope building for manufacturing.

Fire District report by Dave Radel, the fire board had a closed session about the town of Troy and Dave said that the heli pad got its first use. John McKenna stated that he received a bill for an ambulance call to his residence and that Medicare denied the claim because the fire district and ambulance were out of date. Dave Radel said he would check into the matter.

Ed Lilla from Jewell stated that the Wilson Creek Bridge was temporally fixed and that the County will put in on the list for 2013. Ed also stated that the Home Buyout will be closed very shortly and that about $ 440,000.00 was left over from the project. Mike Birr asked if the Town should check on any people affected by the buyout to see if they could get relocation benefits, Ed stated that everyone affected had already received money and that any money left over goes back to FEMA. Ed gave an update on the Prairie House Motel and said that the bid opening was held and that the low bidder was Holtz Lime, Gravel and Excavating Inc. for $ 120,530.00. A motion by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna to award the bid to Holtz. M/C

Next on the agenda was the Liquor Sales Start Time, after much discussion pros and cons a hand vote was held and 22 were for keeping it at 6:00am like the State set and 5 were against. The Town Board decided to go with the 6:00 am start time like the State.

Next was the building permit for the house on Rolling Ridge. After much discussion for what needs to be done or was not done before issuing the permit or moving permit Jerry Schmidt suggested that a moving permit be issued and the new permit be for 180 days starting on 2-02-2012 and that no fines be issued. Motion by Dennis Polivka to approve the moving and building permit for 180 days with no fines and was seconded by Dave Radel. John McKenna voted no but motion carried.

Next on the agenda was speed limit reduction for Kennedy road from Big Hollow Rd. to Dyke Rd. A public hearing needs to be held and will be held on the next Town Meeting March 1, 2012 at 6:30 pm. 

Next was consideration to check on prices and options for a new plow truck. The New truck would replace the International. But maybe a few years away unless a good deal can be found and money is available.

Next was consideration for soliciting bids for Garbage Pickup but was tabled because the Town has a contract with Town & Country until Dec 31, 2013.

The Annual Financial Report for the Prairie Sanitary District was given by Clerk James Blau for President Gene Dischler. The district has a total of $ 252,816.90 consisting of checking, reserve account and CD’s.

Fred Iausly asked the board for renewal of the mapping software for a price of $400.00. Motion by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel to grant approval for the renewal. M/C

Motion to adjourn was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
