TOWN OF SPRING GREEN
PUBLIC HEARING AND REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING April 1, 2010


The public hearing for a liquor license was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law.
Public discussion followed and Michelle Thomas said that she was against a quota because of free enterprise and the town should not restrict free enterprise as did Fred Iausly and several others.
After more discussion a motion not to adopt an ordinance for a quota on class A liquor license was made by Dennis Polivka and was seconded by Dave Radel. M/C
A motion to close the public hearing was made by Dennis Polivka and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl. Also present were Patrolman Brad Haas, Bill Mertens, Michelle Thomas, Fred Iausly, Louis Weston, Paul Pratt, Trish Dickenson, Doug Jones, Jim Birkmeier, Jerry Baryenbruch, Mike Birr, Kolby Hirth, Lin Gunderson, LaRell Jaquish, Allan Green, Jeff Sprecher, Jim Sprecher and Caryl Sprecher.

A motion to adopt the agenda with one addition of Jim Birkmeier was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

The minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read with one correction of Dave Radel instead of Fred Iausly talking to David Baer was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C

Treasurer’s by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $ 262,208.98 with receipts of $ 51,253.44 and disbursements of $149,420.76 leaving a balance of $164,041.66. Motion to approve the report was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

A motion to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented was made by Dave Radel and seconded b y John McKenna. M/C 
 
Chairperson’s report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis stated that no more news from the EDA grant and that it was in Washington and hope to hear in a few weeks. Dennis also stated that several people asked about renting land from the Town and he stated that at the annual meeting a petition from the electors would be needed and that the town would then have to ask FEMA if it was OK.
Dave Radel gave an update on the buyout and stated that all 28 residents were given an offer. He also stated that the last three are closing the end of April. Only I house may still remain because of foreclosure.		
Dave also said Russ Feingold’s office has called him and asked how the ditch project was going and stated that He would call the Office in Chicago and try to move it faster.
John McKenna is still working on the Rolling Ridge and Hwy 23 passing lane length. He also is still in contact with the village on the taxes from the annexed land from the town.

Public comment: Kolby Hirth asked why all of minutes of previous months meetings were not on the web site and also asked when the meeting agenda could be expected to be on the web site. Dennis said he will try to get them on by Sunday night for the monthly meeting and at least 2 days before a special meeting. Kolby also asked about a letter stating the Lower Wi. River Board and the Town of Arena and the Town Of Spring Green.

Patrolman’s report by Brad: Brad said the town still has 142 ½ yards of sand and salt mixture and that the town may have to buy a canvas to cover the pile. Brad has done chipping and brushing and maintenance on the equipment. 

Buildings Inspectors report by John McKenna, only 2 hangers at the Lone Rock Airport.
Emergency Management report by Dave Radel: Dave could not make the last meeting but reported that Sauk County will hold a tornado awareness   workshop the seconded week in April. Dave also stated that there is a burning ban on and no burning permits will be issued. Also a clean sweep will be held sometime in May. Dave also stated that in an emergency color bands will be needed to identify workers and people of the disaster. 
Plan Commission report by Fred Iausly: Fred stated that at the March 9 meeting they worked on Issues from Ken Feiner to sell part of his 15 acres, Dale Clark’s rezoning request for mineral extraction, RC 35 certification, Comprehensive Plan, and Kolby Hirth’s possible outdoor lighting ordinance. Fred also told of the March 30 public hearing for the rezoning request of Dale Clark.

ETZ report by John McKenna: John stated that the old bus barn off of Kennedy Road wants to see if they could put in a cold storage building.
Fire District report by Dave Radel: No meeting

The first item on the agenda was the Spring Green Fire Department and EMS. Lin Gunderson from the Spring Green Fire Department started by telling the residents that in 2008 they had 128 total and in the town they had 73 and in 2009 90 calls and 37 were in the town. Lin stated that the average response time was 4 minutes and up to 6 minutes. Lin stated that the fire department has a rating of 4 if you are within a 1000 feet of a hydrant and up to 5 miles the rate is 8B and anything further is rated a 10. Lin told of a possible Automatic Aid that the Spring Green and Lone Rock Fire Boards could work out to keep the insurance rates down for those who live closer to Lone Rock. Lin said that he would look into the matter. Jerry Baryenbruch form the EMT stated that in 2008 they EMT have had 369 calls and in 2009 they had 339. Jerry stated that they have 19 EMT’s and 8 drivers.

Next on the agenda was the possible liquor license ordinance, after more discussion from the public hearing a motion not to adopt the class a liquor license quota was made by Dennis Polivka and seconded By Dave Radel. M/C

The CSM for Todd and Renee Feiner and Mark Burchfield both were turned over to the Plan Commission. 
Next on the agenda was to appoint Plan Commission members for Jeff Heintz and Fred Iausly whose terms have expired. A motion to keep Fred Iausly on as Plan Commission Chairperson and to appoint Nate Robson for Jeff Heintz who is not willing to be on the Commission was made by Dennis Polivka and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Next on the agenda was Road Maintenance, John McKenna stated that the speed limit signs are now in compliance with the ordinance. Also John stated that he has been working with Lone Rock and the County Line Road project for 2010. John also stated that two road ditches need to be dug out they are Weidner Road and WC and Butternut Road and Wilson Creek Road.

Jim Birkemeier was present to ask if the board could help in any way with his problem with the saw mill ordinance that Sauk County is proposing.  He explained that he believes he is only doing forest management and forest products from his own woodlot

Motion to adjourn was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
