TOWN OF SPRING GREEN
REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING JUNE 3, 2010

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Members present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl. Also present were Patrolman Brad Haas, Bill Mertens, Michelle Thomas, Jerry Schmidt, Trish Dickinson, Sherryl Jones, Doug Jones, Mike Birr, Kolby Hirth, LaNell Jaquish, Caryl Sprecher and others not signed in.

A motion to approve the agenda was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C 
The minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel with changes to wording as to whey being sprayed on land rather than being dumped. M/C

Treasurers report by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $ 206,749.66 with receipts of $ 15,172.22 and disbursements of $169,248.87 leaving a balance of $52,673.01. Motion to approve the report was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C A motion to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Chairperson’s report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis stated that bike riders with the Aids network will be going through part of the township on July 29 thru Aug 2. Dennis also stated that Dale Clark’s rezoning was approved by Sauk County. The Nature Conservancy gave the Town $1350.00 because of not paying taxes. Dennis also received a phone call about the sharp curve at the west end of Kennedy Road and that the caller wants the town to put up guard rails. Dennis stated that he contacted Sauk County and they will patrol the curve and watch but the town will not put up guard rails. Dennis stated that two bills were signed by the governor in connection to ETZ annexing land. The Sheriff’s department is still going to rent the space from the town hall. Also the Tri County Airport wants to combine all parcels into one. Dennis wants the Plan Commission to look at the parcels first.

Supervisors’ report by Dave Radel, Dave stated that he attended the WTA meeting and stated that the WTA is trying the repeal the wage rate for towns and villages for road and construction work. They also want to repeal the tax exemption for the Nature Conservancy Lands. Dave also stated that the county will be holding a Clean Sweep on June 12. The next WTA meeting will be hosted by the Town of Spring Green on August 19. Dave also stated that he received calls from residents and businesses about the power outage when moving a house on May 24. Dave stated that he called WP&L and they will pay for any damages due to the outage.
Supervisor John McKenna mailed out bid requests for County Line Road construction and will open bids for seal coating later in the meeting. John also stated that he and Brad are checking on invasive weeds in the Town ship. John reported on the traffic tapes set up on Kennedy road and said the average per hr is 250 vehicles and that the east end of Kennedy Road was 966 per hr. and the west end was 503 and Porter road was 222 for a 24 hr, period.

Public comment by Trish Dickenson, Trish asked about a neighborhood watch and good neighbor program. Mike Birr also asked about setting up a stand for information for AIDS bikers going through the township. JaNell Janquish reminded residents that the last day to apply for relief from the flood of 2008 is June 15.

Patrolman’s’ report by Brad Haas, Brad has been mowing roadsides and parks, patching pot holes, putting up signs that have been damaged and stolen and doing regular maintenance on equipment.   

Building Inspectors report by John McKenna, 3 permits were issued one for Birchfields new house, one for a deck of Swineharts and a shed on Moore’s property.

Emergency Planning report by Dave Radel, Dave attended 2 meetings in Baraboo for review of Plans in case of a disaster and that funds are available for shelters, sirens, and other things needed in emergencies and that the town’s share would be 25%.
Plan Commission report by Michelle Thomas; the commission is working on the PUD and that at the last meeting Joe Prem told of the Town of Franklin’s plan and they have adopted it and Ted Greenheck for the Town of Bear Creek did not adopt it. Several residents were at the meeting in support of the PUD.
ETZ Report by John McKenna; John stated that only one item was up for consideration and that the village wants to void their moratorium on building permits for the flooded areas and just use the towns.

Fire District report by Dave Radel; no meeting this month but that a meeting will be held next month with Spring Green Fire and Lone Rock Fire departments to address the problem on the west end of the township.

Bids were opened for road work projects. First was Butternut road ditch, Bids were from Meise Construction, $400.00, Wilson Creek Excavating $1040.00 and Bob Ewers $700.00. Motion to award the bid to Meise was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C
Next bid opening was for Peck Road ditch, Bids were from Bob Ewers $ 615.00, Wilson Creek Excavating $1625.00 and Meise Construction $ 2600.00. Bid was not awarded until further review because of the great difference in money. Bid will be postpone until June 17.
Next bid opening was for seal coating in Westwood. Bid were from Scott Construction Ruetten Drive $10394.78, Sherwood Drive $10548.02, Maple Drive $1321.70, Cedarberry Drive $2311.37 and Steven Drive $ 3460.67 for a total of $28,036.54. The other bid was from Farhner Asphalt, Ruetten Drive $ 11803.00, Sherwood Drive $ 11977.00, Maple Drive $1500.75, Cedarberry Drive $2624.50 and Stevens Drive $ 3929.50 for a total of $ 31,834.75. A motion to award the seal coating bid to Scott Construction for a total of $ 28,036.54 was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Next on the agenda was the whey spraying on land in the area. Steve Byrne from Bytec was present to answer questions and tell the residents of how much whey product can be sprayed onto fields and the requirements of the DNR and the permits needed. Sherryl & Doug Jones asked many questions and had concerns about ground water pollution. Kolby Hirth also had questions. Steve Byrne passed out pamphlets and gave a summary of what his company does.

Liquor license renewal applications were read by the clerk; Spring Green Rod & Gun Club Class B Beer; River Valley Class A Beer & Class A Liquor; Newton’s Sales Class A Beer; Woody’s LLC Class A Beer & Class A Liquor; Wisconsin River resort Class B Beer & Class B Liquor; Round Barn Restaurant Class B Beer & Class B Liquor; Arthurs Class B Beer & Class B Liquor; Riteway Plaza Class A Beer & Class A Liquor. A motion was made by Dennis Polivka and seconded by Dave Radel to grant the liquor licenses according to the applications. M/C

Chairperson Dennis Polivka reminded residents that the Board of Review will be held on June 17, from 5:00 pm to 7:00 pm. The clerk will post the notice. 
Dennis also told of a meeting for June 17 at 10:30 with FEMA and state representatives and others from various state offices to look over grants and EDA projects. 

The purchase of a toilet for the Laudon Park Shelter was postponed until the cost of the porta potty can be attained.

A Nuisance Ordinance was discussed because of abandon cars and lawns not being mowed. This issue will be brought up at the next meeting.

Dennis was asked about issuing fireworks permits, after some discussion the board decided they will not issue permits again this year.

A motion to go into closed session for employee negotiations was made by Dennis Polivka and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C voice vote Polivka yes, Radel yes, McKenna yes.
A motion to adjourn the closed session and go into open session was made by Dave Radel and seconded by McKenna. Voice vote Polivka yes, Radel yes, McKenna yes. M/C

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C
