TOWN OF SPRING GREEN 

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING JULY 1, 2010

The regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairperson Dennis Polivka and was posted according to law. The Clerk certified compliance with the open meeting law. Member present were Chairperson Dennis Polivka, Supervisors Dave Radel and John McKenna, Clerk James Blau and Treasurer Anita Bindl. A motion to approve the agenda was made by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

The minutes from the previous meeting were read and a motion to approve the minutes as read was made by John McKenna and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Treasurers report by Anita Bindl, starting balance of $ 52,673.01 with receipts of $ 63,853.97 and disbursements of $ 46,734.26 leaving a balance of $ 69,792.72. A motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C 

 A motion to approve and pay the monthly bills as presented was mad by Dave Radel and seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Chairperson’s report by Dennis Polivka, Dennis stated that he has been working on EDA grants and other items to be discussed later in the meeting.

Supervisors report by Dave Radel, Dave has been working on getting someone to help with checking water levels at the test wells in the Town, John McKenna and Doug Jones will be checking them. Dave also took pictures of the flooding along Mercer and Big Hollow roads on June 15 and 16. 

Supervisor John McKenna has been working on bids for the County Line Road project. Which is 66 2/3 the town’s and 33 1/3 Lone Rock’s part. John also stated that seal coating in West Wood will be done in the middle of July. 

Patrolman’s report by Brad Haas, Brad has been mowing road sides and parks and patching pots holes and did regular maintenance on the equipment.

No Building Inspectors report.

Emergency Management report by Dave Radel, Dave has been working on the EDA Grant

Plan Commission report by Fred Iausly, The Commission has been working on the CSM for the Tri County Airport, and changed to the Comprehensive Plan and working with Mark Stewart on finalizing the flood areas and working on the PUD plan.

ETZ report by John McKenna, John stated that only one item on the agenda and it was for a building permit for Layton Building at E 4565 Ruetten Drive. The ETZ also told the board that they are reviewing the moratorium on building permits and that they will use the Town’s Plan and not the village plan.

Art Carlson from the Sauk County Board of Supervisors was present with others to explain what the new Sauk County Health Care Facility is doing and the services that are offered to residents of Sauk County. Some items are home health, rides to doctor appointments meals on wheels and others.

Chairperson Dennis Polivka stated that the Big Hollow Flood Project is set to move ahead and that the Town has received $ 2,114.580.00 Plus over $ 700, 000.00 from the CDBG and $ 125,000.00 to purchase land for the drainage project. Greg Jewell and Ed Lilla stated that the project needs to be completed in 22 months. A motion by Dennis Polivka and seconded by Dave Radel to accept the EDA Grant. M/C

Dennis stated that working with the farmers involved has been mostly completed and that only one needs more contacts.

Dennis also stated that the Wilson Creek Bridge was rated and that it is at a 30.7 out of 100 and that it needs to be repaired within 2 years. The Federal portion is 80 %, the State portion is 10 % and the Town’s share is 10 %.  A motion to apply for a grant to fix the Wilson Creek Bridge was made by Dennis Polivka and seconded by Dave Radel. M/C

Next on the agenda was a driveway easement on the former Ewers property.  Jeff Sprecher asked the Town Board for an easement onto the property and wanted access to the irrigation pump. The Board stated that the easement needed to have the correct date on the easement and that he should have Allan Peckham redo the easement and bring it back to the Board.

Next Brad Peck asked the board if the blacktop circle could be left at the Ewers property, Ed Lilla said that no black top or cement could be left on the property but they may leave gravel. Ed said he would check with FEMA on the issue.

John McKenna made a motion to accept the bid from Ewers Construction to clean out the Peck Road ditch for a cost of $ 615.00 and was seconded  y Dennis Polivka. M/C

Next Police Chief Wilkins was present to tell the board about the progress for Safe Routes to School Program and stated that the grant application needs to be sent by July 9 for consideration for 2011 & 2012. Chief Wilkins stated that a sidewalk would run along Madison Street and Shifflet Road and a bike trail from the village limits 1.1 mile to Ivy Lane. If the town follows State guide lines about 80 % of Kennedy Road could be resurfaced and the Town pays the other 20%. Dave Radel made a motion to support the Safe Routes to School as presented by Chief Wilkins and was seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C

Pat Warner was present from the Wisconsin River Runners ATV Club to get permission to travel on Town roads to get to Shifflet’s Resort. After much discussion, several residents asked why they wanted to go through a densely populated residential area. Some of the concerns from residents were noise and a liability issue for the Town. Dave Radel made a motion to table the issue until the next meeting to see if the club and residents could find a better route and was seconded by John McKenna. M/C

Jim Birkmeier was present to ask the Town Board in help for an ordinance for his saw mill. Sauk County said that his saw mill is a cottage industry and that for $ 100.00 he could get the permit. Jim doesn’t think he needs a permit. Joel Gaalswyk stated that he does need a $100.00 permit.

Due to the length of the meeting the 2010 budget review and Town Contract were tabled until the next meeting.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Dave Radel and seconded by Dennis Polivka. M/C
